Learning this half term

In Science, we will be consolidating our
knowledge of materials and animals
through fairytales and practical
investigations. Our fairytale focus will be
‘The Gingerbread Man’, whilst continuing
to develop our scientific skills also.

In PSHE we will be looking at safety,
the changing body and transition.
Within safety we will be thinking
about strangers and road safety.

Changing body will see us exploring

what goes into and out of our body

and knowing the names of parts of
our bodies. For transition, we will
reflect on the year and our progress
and think about the year ahead of us.

Learning Overview

Summer 2

In Geography, we will be looking
at what it’s like living by the coast. We
will look at different coasts across
England and what might bring people
to the coast.

In English we are focusing on one of Miss
Miller’s favourite texts, ‘The Day the
Crayons Quit’.
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We will be developing our writing further, b
creating a persuasive speech in the role of
a crayon, letter writing in the role of
Duncan and writing a book review.

Phonics will continue daily.

In R.E, we will be thinking about ‘Who is
Jewish and what do they believe’. We will
be exploring celebrations within the
Jewish community including Shabbot and
Hanukkah and the importance of these
events.

In Art, we will be developing ability to tell a
story through drawing. We will be looking at
creating textures, observational drawing,
character expression, and storytelling
through illustrations, enhancing pupils” mark-
making techniques.

In Music, we will be looking at our
singing voices! We will be going around
the world learning traditional songs
such as ‘London Bridge’. Within this,
we will incorporate pitch, dynamics
and performance.

Class One

Year 1 In P.E, we will be exploring a variety of

skills in preparation for sports day,
including throwing, catching, running,
jumping and balancing. We will also be
developing our attacking and defending
skills.

In Computing we will be focusing on
how we can make animated story books.
The children will learn how to create
moving pictures as well as sounds to
make their stories come alive on the
screen!
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In Maths, our focus we will be starting

with position and direction, looking at

left and right, forwards and backwards
and above and below.

We will then be exploring place value
further, learning more about numbers
to 100.

We will be finishing on time and money
where we learn to tell the time on
quarter past/to, half past/o’clock.
