We will be developing
our writing skills further to produce a piece
of descriptive writing and practise altering
and creating our own story ending. We will
continue to practise handwriting daily also.

We will also be exploring measurement
for weight and length using grams,
kilograms, volume, capacity and
metres/centimetres.
