In Literacy and Topic, we will be 

looking at different types of homes. 

We will be looking at the different 

types of homes people live in, as well 

as looking at and designing our own 

dream homes.   

We will then be looking at the story 

of ‘The Three Little Pigs’. 

    In Maths we will be developing our 

understanding of numbers up to 10. 

We will be looking at finding one more 

and one less, as well as adding and 

taking away numbers. 

We will also be looking at odd and 

even numbers and exploring doubles! 

In R.E, we will be looking at what makes 

some places sacred. We will be thinking 

about what sort of places make us feel safe 

as well as where Christians and Jews go to 

worship. We will also be thinking about 

why places of worship can be important to 

people. 

In Art, we will be using our artist ‘Paul 

Klee’ to create an artistic piece on the 

theme ‘architecture’. Our work this half 
term will make up the Class One 

contributions for the art exhibition in 

Spring 2. 

In Music, we will be learning about the 

music from a range of cultural and 

religious celebrations, including Diwali, 

Hanukkah, Kwankzaa and Christmas. 

In PSHE we will be looking at why we 

have rules and the importance of 

persistence and perseverance in the 

face of challenges. We will also be 

learning how to communicate 

effectively with each other.
